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Installation from below: if installing from below,
insert the CVB into the void so that the bottom
surface is flush with the soffit..

Installation from below: fix the brackets flat under
the CVB to the soffit extending at least 75% of
the void at 300mm centres..

Installation from below: alternatively install a
flashing or panel directly below that is able to
support the weight of the CVB.
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For all installations: tightly abut next CVB to the
previous, fill any gaps with Siderise Sealant and
tape accessable side of joint with RFT 120/45.
